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South Jersey Antique Tractor Pullers Association

2008 General Rules

All pull participants must be members of the South J ersey Antique Tractor Pullers.
Membership is $30.00 annually from April to April. Hook fee is $10.00 per hook.

UN SPORTSMAN-LIKE CONDUCT WILL NOT BE TOLERATED! Offenders will be
asked to leave the event immediately without refund. Not negotiable!

Tractor operators MUST be at least 16 years of age with valid farmers or drivers license,
other wise 17 years of age, in accordance with New Jersey state law.

Owners, operators and tractors are entered at their own risk.

Awards will be given to 1%, 2°4, and 3 place in each class. Points will be given at pulls
where transfer sled is used and points records will be on file with the secretary.

The use of alcoholic beverages or controlled substances is strictly prohibited. ANYONE
found in violation will be barred from membership for 366 days from date of violation.

Engine may be bored only to factory recommended maximum size using standard stock
blocks, crankshafts, etc... for the model entered. The original chassis must conform with
the engine and have no modifications.

Tractor pulling equipment will be weighed and placed in divisions and classes that the
tractor has qualified in. See attached Division Qualification Rules.

The tractor may be in various stages of wear, but must operate safely, have brakes in good
condition and have the hood, grilles and FAN SHROUD in place.

The only pressurized fuel tanks allowed will be factory LP gas, no alcohol, or nitrous
oxide fuels allowed.

All engines must be naturally aspirated with no turbos or blowers unless tractor was
originally equipped with such.

All carburetors should be stock and OEM. Some exceptions will be made under certain
circumstances if it is presented to the rules committee.

No cut tires, no four-wheel drive, no duals, tire studs, chains, or steel lugged steel wheels.
All tractors may run tin wheels.

The drawbar must be locked in a stationary position.
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All operators must supply their own 3" or 4" (inch) twisted clevis or 3" or 4" (inch) loop,
which is easily accessible. (NO EXCEPTIONS)

Additional ballast in the form of iron weights will be allowed. NO weights may extend
more then 24" (inches) beyond the foremost part of the tractor or more than 12" (inches)
beyond the outside of the rear wheels. No weight may extend beyond the back of the rear
tires.

All weights must be securely fastened to the tractor. Liquid ballast is only allowed in the
tires. No weight may be fastened to the operating platform of the tractor. See rules
committee for individual clarification.

All tractors are allowed 100 lbs allowance (ex: you can weight 4600 1bs in the 4500 Ibs
class).

Wheelie bars may not be attached to the pulling part of the drawbar, as referenced in
attached picture. Wheelie bars must be effective and are subject to inspection by the rules
committee. See picture for wheelie bar guidelines.

The top three competitors (1%, 2*, 3 place) in each class MUST re-weigh and are subject
to inspection by track officials. Tractors are prohibited from re-entering the pits before

re-weighing.

It is MANDATORY for operators to make eye contact and/or voice contact with the
hook-man with one or both hands in the air when hooking to the sled. All tractor
transmissions must be in NEUTRAL with the brakes applied during hook up.

No portion of the tractor shall interfere with the sled, hitch or pull chain during the pull.
The hook-man reserves the right to refuse to hook to a tractor if it puts him in danger.

All operators must take stopping and starting signals from designated flag-man.
Operators must stop at flag-man’s command in the event of breakdown or for safety
reason. If parts fall off your tractor, you are immediately disqualified NO
EXCEPTIONS).

The first puller in each class may choose to re-pull FOR ANY REASON, other then un-
sportsman like conduct - operator must make decision while hooked to sled and may
come back immediately, in third position or last in the class. If operator makes second
attempt that will be the recorded measurement.

No tractor front-end height may exceed 18" off the ground during the pull. The flag man
will have the final say on disqualification.

Any operator who jerks the sled after two warnings will be disqualified.
